Successful bidder has to submit the balance amount of 2% of the contract price, i.e., the tendered amount,
if submitted EMD is less than 2% of the contract value, before execution of formal agreement. Balance
security of 8% of the amount of each running account bill, will be recovered from each and subsequent bill
till the balance of the amount of security deposit is realized.
